LEGISLATIVE REPORT

Substitute House Bill 410 is the same ole HB 410
OWO members who write about or are active in legislative
matters may find reading and studying Sub. H.B. 410 inter-
esting, especially when comparing the revised legislation with
the original proposal and how it eliminates the Division of
Wildlife as an active law enforcement agency pertaining to
propagation or importing whitetail deer into Ohio.
It appears that basically nothing has changed except the

wording.

Paragraph B of Section 943.26 stipulates that “If the chief of
the Ohio Division of Wildlife wishes to enter on the premises
of a monitored captive deer propagating licensee, the chief

Sub. H.B. apparently eliminates the Ohio Division of Wild-
life or any of its employees from any authority to monitor or
investigate any activities of deer propagators, although they
have approximately 378 trained officers while the Dept. of
Agriculture has a reported eight available inspectors.

Sub. H.B. 410 is available on the Internet — it’s interesting

DNAP may become a ghost division
DNAP (Ohio’s Division of Natural Areas and Preserves) is
on the path to extinction, thanks to the Governor of Ohio in
close cooperation with the Director of the Ohio Department of

Natural Resources.

Word was received that these two politicians worked together
to have an unpublicized (secret) amendment added to a popular
bill that will permit Check-Off contributions donated to DNAP
used to finance salaries of DNAP’s full-time staff in Columbus,
not seasonal workers who maintain our natural heritages as the
original intent of the Check-Off program.

It is also understood that refunds to contributors are not in
the plan.

It has also been reported (unconfirmed) that the new budget
will not include any funds for DNAP, thus eliminating the
division without legislative hearings or consent.

If true, these activities may make for good research as well
as good writing and reading, especially in an election year.

shall submit a written request to the director of Agriculture for
permission to enter on the premises at reasonable times. The
director may grant permission to the chief to enter on the
premises of the licensee.”

The paragraph continues on to possibly require the chief to
provide written notice to the deer propagator before the chief
can enter the property at a convenient time for the propagator.

“When the chief enters on the premises of a licensee in
accordance with this division, the chief shall be accompanied
by the director of agriculture or the director’s authorized
representatives.” Nowhere in the proposal does it allow a
wildlife officer to enter on the property — only the chief of the
division of wildlife. It specifically states “chief,” not a delegate
or representative.
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
